No dia 17 de
maio de 2018, eu e a esposa fomos para Zurich e ao Museu da Fifa para ver o meu radinho, embaixo
de muita emocdo e lagrimas, recebidos e ciceroneados pelo manager Moritz.

Sao Paulo pela empresa brasileira Byington & Cia,
entre 1935 e 1937. A industria, uma das pioneiras
em montar e fabricar receptores e transmissores
de radio no Brasil, foi criada por Alberto Byington
Jr., proprietdrio das Radio Club do Brasil e Radio
Cruzeiro do Sul em S3o Paulo. Ele também foi
representante da Columbia Records no Brasil,

The first football World Cup to be broadcast live on TV was the 1954 edition
in Switzerland. People were ready to say goodbye to the colossal and
unwieldy /5-kilo baxes; TV sets in the fifties, ideally in a modem grey design,
were smaller and lighter. Looking back, those early days of broadcast sports
can be seen as the first public viewing events as people gathered together 1o
watch television. An astonishing 90 million people watched the 1954 World

In the HFA World Football Museurn, there is an old radio with three knobs
and a round frequency dial. You can't touch it, however, as the wireless set
dating from 1937 i kept behind a pane of glass. The “Cruzeiro 100™ was
donated by the Museu do Radio in Porto Alegre.

But what's so special about it? And where exactly is the connection with
football? Older visitors must surely be left puzzled to see such an artefact
again after all these years, while the younger generation must be fascinated
by such a rudimentary contraption, trying to imagine life as it once was:
indeed, it is hard 1o picture life without YouTube and WhatsApp. Or even a
time before the internet and television.

There was a time when anyone who couldn’t make it 1o the stadium had just

one way of experiencing elite football matches: by listening on the radio.

And “listening” really meant following the action. Minute by minute, play by

play. Through their descriptions of the game, talented radio commentators
could paint glorious images, even for the most uneventiul of matches.
Such was the popularity of their colourful illustration of the action on the
pitch that many devotees would gladly cancel their Sunday constitutional in
favour of sitting round the radio to listen. Excitement was guaranteed.

EVER DECREASING CIRCLES
Of course, there are still great radio comementators who are skilled in the
art of prowiding live coverage over the full 90 minutes. But the pool of
